San Francisco, CA B Music Director Nicholas McGegan and the Philharmonia Baroque
Orchestra and Chorale celebrate 30 seasons of artistic excellence in 2010-2011 with an
expanded season featuring many of the Baroque and Classical masterworks with which
the orchestra is most associated -- VivaldiOs Four Seasons, MozartOs Jupiter Symphony,
BachOs Wedding Cantata, HaydnOs Creation, and HandelOs Messiah. Ten of the SeasonOs
21 programmed works are first Philharmonia Baroque performances, including two U.S.
premieres. AmericaOs leading period-instrument orchestra, Philharmonia Baroque
Orchestra was recognized as Musical AmericaOs OEnsemble of the YearO in 2004. The
OrchestraOs musicians hail from throughout the United States and perform on historically
accurate instruments, many dating from the 17th and 18th centuries.!
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IPhilharmonia Baroque is honored to present Frederica von Stade during her farewell
season in performances of Gluck arias in addition to the U.S. premiere of Nathaniel
StookeyOs Olnto the Bright Lights,O a musical setting of Ms. von StadeOs own poetry.

Two of the worldOs most well known countertenors also make appearances. David
Daniels joins the ensemble performing VivaldiOs Stabat mater and arias from HandelOs
Giulio Cesare. Daniel Taylor will be heard in HandelOs Messiah. Maestro McGegan,
acclaimed throughout the world as one of the foremost interpreters of the Messiah,
conducts the work here in the Bay Area for the first time in more than ten years.
Performed with the acclaimed Philharmonia Chorale led by Bruce Lamott, HandelOs
Messiah also features soloists Kirsten Blaise, John McVeigh and Tyler Duncan. Among
other highlights of the season is a return of fortepianist Robert Levin in an all-Mozart
program including the U.S. premiere of newly discovered works arranged for orchestra
by Mr. Levin.!

Philharmonia Baroque will present eight concerts during the 2010-2011 Season, up from
seven in prior years due to increased audience demand. And next season, Philharmonia
Baroque changes two of its regional performance venues: the ensemble makes its debut
appearances at the new Menlo-Atherton Performing Arts Center for its Peninsula
concerts and returns to the Lesher Center for the Arts in Walnut Creek for its Contra
Costa series, where it performed from 1990 to 2003. In addition, the season has been re-
configured so that all concerts are on the same night in each venue: Tuesdays at the
Menlo-Atherton Performing Arts Center; Wednesdays at the Hoffman Theater in the
Lesher Center for the Arts in Walnut Creek; Fridays at the Herbst Theatre in San
Francisco; and Saturdays and Sundays at First Congregational Church in Berkeley.

Ol've been connected with Philharmonia for just over half my professional musical life,O
stated Nicholas McGegan. Ol cannot imagine a more exciting post to hold and I'm truly
honored to have been associated with such a terrific group of musicians for all these
years. Together with our audiences, we undertake a wonderful odyssey of exploration
through two and a half centuries of music.

As the first ensemble of its kind on the West Coast, San FranciscoOs Philharmonia

Baroque Orchestra and Chorale has been dedicated to historically informed performance
of Baroque, Classical and early-Romantic music on original instruments for nearly 30
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years. Led by Music Director Nicholas McGegan, who celebrates his 25th season of
artistic leadership in the 2010-2011 season, the ensemble has made many U.S. and
international tours; released 24 acclaimed recordings for labels such as harmonia mundi,
BMG, Reference Recordings, and Avie; and commissioned a new work for period
instruments - Jake HeggieOs one act opera, To Hell and Back. Among the ensembleOs
most successful artistic collaborations has been one with the Mark Morris Dance Group
with performances at BerkeleyOs Cal Performances, New YorkOs Lincoln Center and
BrooklynOs Academy of Music. The two ensembles partnered in performances of
PurcellOs King Arthur, HandelOs LOAllegro, il Penseroso ed il Moderato and RameauQs
PlatZe, among others. Philharmonia Baroque regularly features the worldOs most
distinguished musicians on its Bay Area series, including such eminent guest conductors
as William Christie, Andrew Parrott, Jordi Savall, and Trevor Pinnock. As part of the
ensembleOs community outreach, Phiharmonia Baroque regularly sends chamber
ensembles into local Middle and High Schools, performs free concert for students, and
will present its first family concert in March of 2010. Philharmonia BaroqueOs concerts,
recordings and education programs are sponsored in part by National Endowment for the
Arts and Grants for the Arts/San Francisco Hotel Tax Fund.

Nicholas McGegan is known internationally for performances that match authority with
enthusiasm, and scholarship with exuberance. In addition to his 25 years with
Philharmonia Baroque, he has been a pioneer in the process of exporting historically
informed practice beyond the world of period instruments to the one of conventional
symphonic forces, working with renowned American symphony orchestras in Chicago,
Cleveland, Philadelphia, New York and Los Angeles, and international orchestras such as
AmsterdamOs Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra, the Hong Kong Philharmonic, and the
Sydney Symphony. Equally appreciated as an opera conductor, he has appeared at
Covent Garden, San Francisco Opera, Scottish Opera, the Edinburgh Festival,
Washington National Opera, Santa Fe Opera and the International Handel Festival,
Gsttingen where he has been artistic director since 1991. Born in England and educated
at Cambridge and Oxford, Maestro McGeganOs many awards include the Halle Handel
Prize and an honorary professorship at GSttingen University.
